Without this knowl-
edge, we would lack the context for
understanding the development of
contemporary institutions, the role
of continuity and change in present-
day society and politics, and the
evolution of current forms of artistic
expression and intellectual dis-
course. In addition to providing a
basic narrative of events and
movements, the goals of the AP
program in European History are to
develop (a) an understanding of
some of the principal themes in
modern European History, (b) an
ability to analyze historical evidence
and historical interpretation and (c)
an ability to express historical un-
derstanding in writing. The course
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will fulfill the World History require-
ment for graduation.

An AP course in Comparative Gov-
ernment and Politics will provide
students with the conceptual tools
necessary to develop an under-
standing of some of the world's
diverse political structures and
practices. The course should en-
compass the study of both specific
countries and their governments
and general concepts used to inter-
pret the political relationships and
institutions found in virtually all na-
tional politics. Five countries form
the core of the AP Comparative
Government and Politics Examina-
tion. Four of these countries --
Great Britain, France, China, and
Russia/the former Soviet Union --
are commonly covered in college-
level introductory comparative poli-
tics courses because they provide a
foundation for developing para-
digms of different types of political
systems. The inclusion of a fifth
developing country allows students
to examine yet another source of
theory building, as well as under-
stand the political implications of
different levels of economic devel-
opment. For the fifth country,
teachers may choose to cover In-
dia, Mexico, or Nigeria.

Students should learn to
assess historical materials- their
relevance to a given interpretive
problem, their reliability, and their
importance- and to weigh the evi-
dence and interpretations pre-
sented in historical scholarship. An
AP U.S. History course should thus
develop the skills necessary to ar-
rive at conclusions on the basis of
an informed judgment and to pre-
sent reasons and evidence clearly
and persuasively in an essay for-
mat. Students will be administered
an end-of-course exam which
counts a percentage of the stu-
dent’'s grade.

The pur-
pose of the AP course in Human
Geography is to introduce students
to the systematic study of patterns
and processes that have shaped
human understanding, use and
alteration of Earth’s surface. Stu-
dents employ spatial concepts and
landscape analysis to examine hu-
man social organization and its
environmental consequences.
They also learn about the methods
and tools geographers use in their
science and practice. On success-
ful completion of the course, the
student should be able to: use and
think about maps and spatial data,
understand and interpret the impli-
cations of associations among phe-
nomena in places, recognize and
interpret at different scales the rela-
tionships among patterns and proc-
esses, define regions and evaluate
the regionalization process, and
characterize and analyze changing
interconnections among places.

and appropriate analytical skills.
The course highlights the nature of
changes in international frame-
works and their causes and conse-
guences, as well as comparisons
among major societies. The course
emphasizes relevant factual knowl-
edge deployed in conjunction with
leading interpretive issues and
types of historical evidence. The
course builds on an understanding
of cultural, institutional, and techno-
logical precedents that, along with
geography, set the human stage.
Periodization, explicitly discussed,
forms an organizing principle for
dealing with change and continuity
throughout the course. Specific
themes provide further organization
to the course, along with the consis-
tent attention to contacts among
societies that form the core of world
history as a field of study. The
course will fulfill the World History
requirement for graduation.
